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The Wooﬁlands Of Spring

Once winter is over and spring begins to visit the
woodlands, the cherry blossoms begin to show
some color in Akiruno City. The low hillsides of the
Otsu area located upstream of the Akigawa River
is called the Otsu Hana-no-sato Flower Garden in
cherry blossom season, and the entire area is
colored with flowers such as cherry blossoms and
rhododendron. A leisurely walk along the Akigawa
Keikoku Valley to Seoto-no-yu Spa while gazing at
the beautiful scenery of the pink contrasts in the
village is an experience not to be missed.
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The low mountains visible in front of Musashi-Itsu-
kaichi Station are the Akigawa Hills. From the
beautiful natural setting of Komine Park, head to
Mt.Shiroyama and Mt. Bentenyama. From the top
of Mt. Bentenyama, you can see the Kanto Plain
and, if the weather is good, TOKYO SKYTREE.
Descending the mountain toward Ajiro, cross the
Itsukaichi Highway and Itsukaichi Line. Follow the
tracks for a bit and you will find the famous Dahigan-
ji Temple, which is linked to Date Masamune, which
is best when bush clover is in bloom of autumn.
